Guidelines For 

Second Chapter Leaders

Introduction

To provide the most consistent and best possible climate for divorce recovery, the Second Chapter Board of Directors has adopted the following standards to be embraced by individuals leading Second Chapter groups.  These standards are to ensure exceptional  service to people who come to Second Chapter for their source of divorce recovery.
Second Chapter Standards

1.
Leaders should either have been divorced, or have as a minimum a Master's


degree in counseling or clinical social work.  If the latter, the clinically trained


person must have completed reading The Complete Divorce Recovery Hand-
book, and any other additional reading and clinical training in the area of divorce 
recovery as required by the Second Chapter Director.

2.
If divorced, leaders must be at least six months (preferably one year) away


from the actual date of their divorce (not the date of their separation).

3.
Group leaders who have not had clinical and academic training must have


completed the Second Chapter program as participants, and must be trained


by the Second Chapter Director, or the Director's assigns.

4.
Second Chapter is a divorce recovery based upon Christian principles.  As


such, leaders must personally subscribe to (the "Apostles Creed" as a basis


of their faith)  the principles such as are described in the "Apostles Creed,"


"Nicene Creed," and other Christian creeds.

5.
Leaders must be mature, stable, of sound character, and trustworthy in order


to lead a Second Chapter group.  

6.
Strict confidentiality is an absolute requirement of all leaders.

7.
Leaders are encouraged to attend a church of their choice on a regular basis.

8.
Leaders may not date any member of a current group, nor may a leader date


any group member within one year of the termination date of any group which


they have led.

9.
Leaders are to exemplify lives which are consistent with general Christian 


belief and practice.
